m Development data mapping
+ Map conceptually similar stages of development to allow for easier comparison
¢ For example, potentially map conceptually similar:
Development stages / codes
- Project initiation dates
- Dates of approval data
¢ While preserving easy search and retrieval of unique ANS-related data
