Good afternoon.

My name is Joe Bhatia, and | am president and chief executive officer of the American National Standards
Institute. On behalf of the Institute’s Board of Directors, members and staff, it is my pleasure to welcome you to
the launch of a new website — the Standards Portal — that will facilitate the cross border trade of goods and

services between the United States and the People’s Republic of China.

Joining me for the debut is Administrator Liu Pingjun of the Standards Administration of China, and Dr. William

Jeffrey, director of the National Institute of Standards and Technology.

Together, we celebrate the development of a unique bilingual information resource. It is a tool that will make it

easier for business leaders and policy makers in both nations to understand the voluntary standards, mandatory

requirements, and compliance programs that influence global commerce.

Over the last several years, U.S.-China trade figures have told a story of growth and transformation:

In 2004, China became one of our key trading partners in the_service sector — receiving service exports from

the U.S. in excess of $7 billion and sending more than $5.5 billion worth of services to us.

Last year, U.S. commodity exports to China grew about 20%, making the nation our fastest growing export

market.

What isn’t explicit in these figures is the impact of standards and conformity assessment programs.



There is a commonly referenced statistic from the U.S. Department of Commerce that standards now impact 80
percent of world commodity trade. If we apply that percentage to the most recent trade numbers for the U.S.

and China, then we see a scope of influence that nears $230 billion annually, and over $8 trillion worldwide.

Standardization and conformity assessment issues have been elevated to a level of top concern among U.S.

companies competing in the Chinese market. | expect that the level of interest in China is the same.

Regardless of industry or point of origin, business executives need access to definitive information about the
standards and regulations that will affect the entrance of their products into a market. They need to understand
the systems by which those standards and regulations are set. And they need to know how the standards and

regulations that will impact their business can be influenced.

The Standards Portal meets these needs.

This Standards Portal has been a collaborative effort since its inception.

Collaboration between the U.S. government and industry, and collaboration between ANSI and SAC on behalf

of the standardization organizations in each nation.

Administrator Liu, we welcome you and your colleagues to the United States, and we extend our thanks to
the Standards Administration of China for partnering with ANSI to develop the Chinese content that appears

on the portal.

Dr. Jeffrey, we would not be gathered here to celebrate this accomplishment if NIST had not provided the
funding to support the development of the Standards Portal. We thank you and NIST for recognizing the

importance of trade development through mutual information exchange and cooperation.



And finally, we thank the many organizations — several of which are represented here today — that
contributed data for the standards and regulations repository or content for the educational portions of the

site.

The Standards Portal demonstrates a commitment by organizations across the United States and China to foster

trade development through mutual information exchange and cooperation. We must uphold this commitment by

maintaining the site — updating and enriching the information on the portal according to the interest of its users.

Through the cooperation of ANSI, SAC, NIST and other contributing partners in each nation, this resource
