Proposed use of SCH23H connectors with monitoring or signaling capabilities as part of EVSE systems with integrated intelligence to allow their use at higher than presently allowed power levels may require coordination with TC69, TC64, TC20 and others.
Discussion of PT 60309-6’s work related to mobile energy storage modules raised questions regarding where the standard belonged due to the type of contacts being used and the consideration being given to allowing the use of aluminum wire with them.  It was decided that the aluminum wire issue should be sent to TC23 and TC20.

Discussion of PT 62196-4’s work on light electric vehicle connectors raised concerns about how the group was coordinating with ISO and other groups.  It was also decided that the lack of an AC option and other open issues needed to be coordinated with TC69.
