1. Opening of the meeting

35 delegates and 3 observers from 18 ‘P’ and 2 ‘O’ member countries attended the meeting. Mr Neil Dennis,

Chair of SC 31J, chaired the meeting. The meeting secretary was Mr Marino Kelava, Secretary of SC 31J.

The meeting was opened by the Chair who thanked the German NC and their sponsors for hosting the

meeting and welcomed delegates and observers to the meeting.

Mr Andrew Redgate from IEC CO conducted the roll call later in the meeting and confirmed that there were

enough P members present.

2. Approval of the Agenda

The draft agenda 31J/262A/DA was approved with one additional item added (10.9). Items 4 and 9 were

held over until Mr Andrew Redgate could attend the meeting due to a conflict with other meetings.

3. Confirmation of the minutes of the meeting of SC 31J held in Minsk, Belarus on 14th October 2015

The confirmation of the minutes of the previous meeting 31J/245/RM was noted. The status of previous

decisions was reviewed with no further actions required.

Mr Andrew Redgate gave his Report from IEC CO noting key changes in IEC guides and Directives later in

the meeting. These documents are available on the IEC website.

The Chair reminded the attendees of the IEC Code of conduct, which was further explained as part of the

report by Mr Redgate later in the meeting.

6. Work program

The program of work did not need updating. The Chair advised the attendees on the requirements of

SMB/5866/DC which shows SC31J needed to be responsible for one more document to meet IEC

requirements for a subcommittee. This would be further discussed at TC31.

MT Convenor presented his report (available at IEC Collaboration tools).

MT Convenor presented his report (available at IEC Collaboration tools).

7.3 Report from MT60079-13

The Chair briefly provided an update for the status of this project and presented the report from MT

Convenor (available at IEC Collaboration tools).

7.4 Report from MT60079-14

MT Convenor presented his report (available at IEC Collaboration tools). The Convenor provided a further

presentation on the background for cable tests conducted on Ex d enclosures in the recent research.

Discussion was also held on the need for an Interpretation Sheet regarding motor protection on electronic

motor controls. This was discussed at the previous CAG meeting based on the request from WG27.

Decision 1: SC31J supports the proposal to address the issue of the installation of the converter

through an Interpretation Sheet for the 5th edition of IEC 60079-14.
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Action: SC31J Secretary to circulate the I-SH draft to P members for consideration and voting.

Decision 2: SC31J supports the proposal for the new structure of next edition of IEC 60079-14

as proposed in the Convenor Report.

Action: MT 60079-14 will prepare the new edition draft in line with the proposal.

Decision 3: SC31J supports the proposal to WG22 to further investigate the issue of reference

pressure for cable glands as part of the next edition of IEC 60079-0 and report back if there are

any recommended actions to items currently on the market.

Action: WG22 Convenor will include this to the agenda for the next MT meeting.

Decision 4: SC31J supports IEC 60079-14 Ed.5 Annex E as a recommended method for

selecting cables where barrier glands are not used with a flameproof enclosure. NCs should

consider this recommendation as appropriate.
