	            The participation in IEC TC112 and its Working Groups is steadily increasing.  AS noted above, Korea (South) returned, India and Egypt responded at least by voting – neither nation has a delegate at the plenary meeting.  The incoming Secretary, Bernd Komanschek will be in direct contact through proper IEC channels to encourage more participation in accordance with the Directives.  

The direction of participation is very positive for TC112.  

The one area of concern is found in the reply to report item 15 and to the small number of young people participating in the TAG and on WGs.  Other countries such as Germany, China, and Austria had younger members at this meeting.  
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
