	The rewrite of the Strategic Business Plan is approved and will be redrafted in the new IEC template and published. Immediate action to form a task force to again update the SBP, which will be accomplished on a continual basis to ensure currency.
One Technical Specification was published in 2015 (62600-101), with two others pending (62600-2 and 62600-102).  AHG5 has been established for -101; an AHG will be established for -102; and an MT is being formed for -2 to develop a 2nd edition TS, which will adjudicate and incorporate numerous comments.  
The ongoing development of the ME-OMC under the IECRE System will continue to impact TC-114.  Specifically, the ME-OMC is providing guidance on the formation of new PTs to support the certification process. This guidance resulted in the decision by the TC to develop a new PT on Measurement of Mechanical Loads.
