WG5 – Microphones

Based upon the N23 Day Report, communications with Richard Barham over the past few months, and C. Walber’s positive comments, it appears US positions were well represented.

WG 10 – Audiometric Equipment

I have not heard from R. L. Grason, the US TAG representative, but I know he was present at the WG10 meeting, as he is the project leader for CDV 60645-1. I reviewed that document as well as the US vote on it earlier this year. As I recall there were very few comments, and our vote was affirmative. It appears very good progress is being made and that the revision will be out in 2016! So, based upon the N14 Day Report, it appears US positions were well represented in WG10.

WG13 – Hearing Aids

D. Preves, C. Struck, and several others in the US have put a lot of work into contributions and editing of A. Gebert’s Draft for TR 62886, the 0.4cc coupler document. The last draft we saw 8 weeks ago looked very good. I had sent Tony a note that my last concern was that the graphs all have different labelling, units, grid lines, aspect ratios, etc., and did not look very uniform or conforming to the usual IEC document norms. He replied that he would work on this, but that it was difficult as the graphs and data all came from different sources in the WG. Since I was not at the meeting, I do not know the final disposition of this. There was also a long discussion regarding the revision of IEC 60118-13 for EMC as to whether or not to include wireless performance. The next revision in 2017 may include clauses for this. Based upon comments from Dave Preves and the N15 Day Report, it appears US positions were well represented and in harmony with similar work going on here in the US.

WG21 – Couplers & Ear Simulators

I did read the N13 Day Report. I reviewed the draft of the Guide to the Use of Ear Simulators and sent it back to Richard Barham with my comments. 
The US would like to see the draft of the head and torso simulator standard harmonized with the latest version of S3.36, which was extensively revised by ASA/ANSI working group S3-67 in 2012. D. Preves reported that some items were moved in that direction after the previous IEC TC-29 meeting in Pretoria. A particular issue of concern was that in the US document, we carefully specified the sound field verification requirement for performing a proper diffuse field response measurement of the device. With this response and with the free field on-axis response, the ANSI S3.36 acoustical requirements now generally align with ITU-T Rec. P. 58 (although at least one error was identified in the tolerance mask in the ITU document…). This obviates the need for the legacy off-axis free field responses at 90°, 180°, and 270°. I was going to offer to assist with this at the meeting, but again I was not present, unfortunately. The Chair can contact me directly regarding this.
There was also a discussion about developing an infant/child ear simulator. B&K and GRAS already have prototypes.
We were very pleased to see item number 9 in the Day Report – that WG21 will now consider adding a new part to the 60318 series for the TR 62886 being finalized by A. Gebert in WG13! An FDIS should be ready by the end of 2015.
Regarding item 10 in the Day Report, it should be noted that ANSI S12.42 describes the additional requirements for a HATS to be used for high level hearing protection measurements. In addition, the need for an ear simulator or adaptor for testing un-occluded (i.e., “open fitting”) ear worn devices is conspicuous by its absence. That should have been raised and noted.

With these minor noted exceptions, based upon the N13 Day Report, it appears US positions were well represented in WG 21.

MT-20 Inductive Loop Systems
