· Meeting schedules for the upcoming project teams in Frankfurt and Numazu were reviewed.
· Five days are allocated to the WG meetings in Paris, April 2016 to permit scheduling of an AHG TC34 Structure meeting. See TC34 report below.
· Six days were formally requested for meetings during the IEC General Assembly in Frankfurt, October 2016 to permit scheduling a full day for Lighting Systems (TC34) activity.

· A venue for the April 2017 WG meetings was solicited.  Outreach to the South Africa and China NCs was recommended.
· A venue for the June/July 2017 PT meetings was solicited.  Outreach to Germany and Italy NCs was recommended.

· TC34 Organization
· Family Tree – The current organization of TC/SC34 subgroups [CSM(AP)006C] was noted.

· Restructuring of TC34
· TC34 meeting minutes (34/223/RM) and a list of bodies reporting directly to TC34 (34/262/INF) were noted.

· The NL NC presented a preview of their proposal (34/270/INF) for a new Ad Hoc Group (AHG) to address the structure of TC34.  A decision is scheduled for the TC34 meeting on Friday 30-Oct-2015.  See TC34 meeting report below.  The discussion in AG1 was divided as these highlights attest:

· US urges strict adherence to the IEC directives and stipulation that the AHG task be clarified to present a detailed (not final) proposal to TC34 for consideration at the next TC34 plenary session.

· GB requested that their proposal to TC34 (34/215/INF) be incorporated in any new structure.  They went further to urge the revision of the Strategic Business Plan (SBP) precede any new structure.

· A DE delegate expressed his opinion that the current structure of TC34 is one of the “most efficient and quickest” in the IEC and his concern about restructuring.

· FI expressed concern that a shift from products to systems standards will upset the basis of our certification process.  He also urged more clarity and precision in the wording of our standards.

· The DE NC presented an alternate view (34/287/INF) aimed at increasing the efficiency of TC34 standards development following these guidelines: avoid duplication of work, lean project oriented groups, and information on the IEC website for transparency.  Notably, they suggested establishing horizontal (new AG and AHG in TC34) and vertical groups (present day SC/WG) with the possible dissolution of the formal SC structure.  In the discussion that followed the following suggestions were made:

· NL suggested 34/287/INF as an input to their proposed AHG

· GB reiterated their viewpoint that the SBP should precede any restructuring in a series manner.

· NL and US delegates preferred a parallel approach as the most efficient to accomplish the objectives of revising the SBP and reviewing the structure.

· The possible combination of the SBP and TC34 structure review in to the new AHG was controversial since the SBP maintenance was assigned to AG1 during the Tokyo meeting (8-Nov-2014).

· AG1 terms of reference
· The document (34/263/INF) containing the terms of reference for AG1 was noted.  

· In brief, the Advisory Group is established to assist the Chairman and Secretariat in organizing, coordinating and managing the work of TC34 and its subcommittees.  This work includes:

· maintaining the Strategic Business Plan

· managing the program of work 

· managing the progress of work  

· organizing the allocation of all work,

· coordinating work with related IEC Committees and other liaison bodies

· coordinating meetings of TC/SC/main WG’s

· any other matter at the discretion of the Chairman

· Membership lists – Use of the IEC EMS and MRS tools for generating membership and attendance lists is encouraged within TC34.  Members are requested to keep their information updated through their NC.
· WG Correspondence – The use of IEC Collaboration Tools for correspondence is encouraged.  To ensure a smooth transition, the use of this system is recommended in combination with the email circulation method in current use.

· Next Meetings – AG1 will consider the Numazu meeting schedule and possibly the SBP in January 2016 in conjunction with the PT meetings in Frankfurt, DE.  An AG1 meeting will be held in Saint Denis (Paris), FR on 2016-04-19 from 13:30 to 17:00.
· TC34 Meeting: 30-October-2015

· Strategic Business Plan – Many comments to the proposed SBP (34/258/DC) were noted as received.  Due to the late availability of the comments, the convener proposed comment resolution and observations in a separate meeting.  It was noted that AG1 failed to produce a new proposed SBP; therefore TC34 is determining a new approach to accomplishing this task (see next item).
· Shaping TC34 for the Future
· The NL NC proposed (34/270/INF) forming an ad hoc group to address a new TC34 structure and report to the TC34 meeting for action.  The SBP was proposed to be a part of the terms of reference for the new ad hoc.  Debate ensued over whether the current structure requires changing or even review.  Some highlights:

· GB argued that there is no need to restructure TC34 and its SCs.

· NL suggested that the ad hoc may conclude that the current structure is adequate for the future.

· DE delegates argued that our industry is still focused on components and their interactions, so no change is necessary.  On the other hand, they also stated that TC34 has done a good job; however there is a need for reforming (34/287/INF).  They proposed disbandment of the SCs and formation of vertical and horizontal structures.

· IT argued against urgency and seemed willing to let the structure review take as long as necessary.

· US supported the need for a review of the TC34 structure.

· The convener requested NC head delegates to answer the question, “Is adaption of the TC34 structure necessary?” and provide examples.  Summary results were as follows: Yes – NL, BE, FR, FI, SE, NO, AU, NZ, CA, AT, US, HU, IT, DE and ECOS (responding at the convener’s request); No – GB, JP, DK, IN.  This was followed by plenary votes on the following decisions:

· Decision 1: TC34 agrees to review the structure of TC34 including the SBP and to make adaptions accordingly. – Unanimous approval by show of hands. (No abstentions)

· Decision 2: TC34 agrees to the creation of an ad hoc group to review the structure of TC34 including the SBP and to prepare a report with recommendations to be circulated to the NCs for decision at the TC34 meeting in Frankfurt, October 2016. – Unanimous approval by show of hands. (IT, FI abstained)

· Decision 3: Eighteen (18) members volunteered to serve on the new AHG.  Conveners: John Gielen (NL), Robert Nachtrieb (US) and Richard Kotschenreuther (DE)
· Information from IEC Central Office – Damien Lee provided a report on activities in the IEC CO.  A new IEC Supplement v9.0 was noted that includes an annex SP on systems.
· AG1 terms of reference – This advisory group will formally be known as AG1: Chairman’s Advisory Group.  The proposed terms of reference (34/263/INF) were approved.
· Groups reporting directly to TC34 – A proposal (34/262/INF) to designate groups reporting directly to TC34 was reviewed and revised as follows:
· WGx: Insulation Coordination
· MT2: Terms and Definitions

· WG5: EMX – This is a combination of EMC Immunity and EMF to address IEC 61547 revision and PT 62493

· WGy: Photobiological Safety – This will maintain IEC TR 62778 and is possible transformation into an IS.  It was noted that SC34A will need to circulate a Q document proposing a transfer of custody of the document to TC34.
· AG 2 Guidance on dealing with lighting systems – The report (34/269/INF) was noted.  In short, the work of AG2 was considered completed with the circulation of the questionnaire (34/235/Q) on proposing to establish a new body to deal with Lighting Systems.  The AG2 was disbanded.
· Lighting Systems – The questionnaire and response documents (34/235/Q; 34/279/RQ) were noted as completed.  A proposal (34/284/INF) to form a new advisory group, AG3: Lighting Systems Advisory Group was passed without objection.  Alan Prest and Mark Duffy were nominated as conveners.  The TC34 secretary will issue a 6-week call for experts to join AG3 along with the date of the first meeting on 29-Jan-2016 in Frankfurt, DE.
· PT/MT/WG/JAHG reports – Reports from the following groups were requested and noted:
· PT 62493: Assessment of lighting equipment related to human exposure to electromagnetic fields – The lack of a report was noted.

· MT1: Revision of IEC 61547: Equipment for general lighting purposes - EMC immunity requirement – The report (34/260/INF) was noted.
· MT2: LED terminology – The report (34/255/INF) and associated documents (34/197/RR; 34/242…251/DC) were noted.  Comments received to the DC documents are scheduled to be discussed in the Jan 2016 meetings in Frankfurt, DE.  The documents (34/225/RR; 34/226/CD) for amendment 1 of IEC 62504 Ed. 1.0 General lighting – Light emitting diode (LED) products and related equipment – Terms and definitions were noted.
· JAHG16 and JAHG17 – The reports (34/268/INF; 34/288/INF) were noted.
· Subcommittee reports – Reports from SC34A… SC34D were noted.  These subcommittees are scheduled to meet next October 2016 in conjunction with the IEC General Assembly in Frankfurt, DE.
· Liaisons – Reports from the following liaisons were noted.
· IEC/SC 3C Graphical symbols – The report (34/272/INF) and a change in liaison officer to Andreas Scholtz were noted.

· IEC/TC 20 Electric cables – This liaison initially with TC34 is noted as registered with SC34D with Andy Hughes as the liaison officer.

· IEC/TC 76 Optical radiation safety and laser equipment – The report (34/278/INF) was noted.

· IEC/SC 23B Plugs, socket-outlets and switches – The report (34/254/INF) was noted.

· IEC/TC 64 Electrical installations and protection against electric shock – The report (34/273/INF) was noted.

· The lack of a report from the liaison officer for the following was noted:

· ISO/TC 22 Road vehicles
· ISO/TC 22/SC 8 Lighting and light-signaling
· ISO/TC 23 Tractors and machinery for agriculture and forestry
· ISO/TC 274 Light and Lighting – The report (34/267/INF) was noted.

· CIE Commission Internationale de l’Éclairage – The report (34/275/INF) was noted.  The TC34 liaison officer reported Peter Blattner will serve as liaison officer from CIE D2.

· Zhaga Consortium – A report (34/261/INF) was noted as well as the detail that this is not a TC34 liaison.  The Zhaga liaisons are with SC34A/WG PRESCO and SC34C/WG COMEX.

· SEG 4: Low voltage d.c. (LVDC) distribution systems up to 1500V – A report in progress was noted.

· ECOS European Environmental Citizen’s Organization for Standardization – A discussion was held regarding this controversial liaison (34/227/Q; 34/236/RQ).  The IEC Officer, Damien Lee stated that the vote was closed and the A-liaison with TC34 is established.  A detailed look at the RQ document revealed that of the two questions posed regarding ECOS liaison, only the liaison with TC34 passed the 2/3 requirement with 8/11 (72%) in favor.  Liaison with other TC34 SC/WG/PT entities received only 7/11 (63%) favorable votes.  An ECOS representative reported that they have prepared a legal statement but declined to share it at the TC34 meeting.

· CISPR F and SC 77A – The reports (34/264/INF; 34/265/INF) were noted.

· CENELEC/TC 34A and 34Z – It was noted that these are not established liaisons and will be removed from this agenda. 
· Strategic Planning
· The program of work (34/283/PW) as recorded by the IEC Central Office was noted.
· Stability dates for TC34 publications were reviewed.  The stability date of IEC 62504 was revised from 2015 to 2016.

· The Strategic Business Plan (34/258/DC) was noted as under consideration for revision by the new AHG to review TC34 structure.

· A recommendation of the SMB ad hoc group 58 (SMB/5633/R) on new procedures for CD and CDV documents was presented.  AhG 58 recommended making the submission of comments on a CD (or an NP with draft attached) a requirement for P-members of the TC/SC.  They also recommended that P-members of the TC/SC concerned not be permitted to submit comments on a CDV if they failed to comment on a preceding CD.
· Lighting System Terms and Definitions – A proposal [PRESCO(ASZ)207] to develop terms and definitions related to lighting systems was presented.  Circulation as a DC to TC34 was recommended.

· Next Meeting – In conjunction with the IEC General Assembly 10-15 Oct 2016 in Frankfurt, DE.
