	            The following is provided as a summary of the meeting:

The meeting began with the usual formalities of an opening, agenda approval, the confirmation of the minutes of the last TC 77 Plenary meeting in 2013 and more specifically the confirmation of the completion of all of the action items from that meeting.  This was followed by an overview of TC77 and the IEC itself.  The IEC now has 83 active members, 83 affiliates, 174 TCs and SCs and more than 14,000 experts working in the development of its documents.  It was also reported that two new Advisory Committees - one dealing with security (ACSEC) and one dealing with robotic technology (ACART) – have been formed.   A liTC77 now has 39 “P” members and 14 “O” members.

This was followed by a report from TC77 WG13 which is responsible for 61000-2-5, 61000-4-1, 61000-6-1, 61000-6-2, and 61000-6-5.  The 1st CD of the 3rd edition of 61000-2-5, dealing with a classification of electromagnetic environments, will be issued shortly.  The 1st CD for 61000-4-1 as a TR was circulated in February.  The CDV for both 61000-6-1 (generic immunity for residential, commercial, and light industrial environments) and 61000-6-2 (generic immunity for industrial environments) are also expected to be circulated shortly.  The voting on the FDIS for 61000-6-5 (immunity for power stations and substations) was completed recently with 100% of USNCs in favor.  It was agreed that the maintenance of both 61000-5-1 (installation and mitigation guidelines) and 61000-5-2 (earthing and cabling) be moved to TC77 WG13.

TC77 MT15 has completed 61000-1-2 (methodology for achieving functional safety with regards to electromagnetic phenomena) and 61000-6-7 (immunity requirements for functional safety applications in industrial locations) and was therefore disbanded.

Although the Strategic Business Plan of TC 77 was discussed and edited, no major changes were made.

It was noted that part 161 of the International Electrotechnical Vocabulary ((IEC 60050) dealing with EMC definitions has been amended twice recently.  It is hoped that TC77 working with CISPR can eliminate multiple definitions of the same term.

It was also noted that a new Strategic Group (SG10) is being formed to deal with “wearable smart devices”.  Experts are being sought fro several TCs and SCs.

During the remainder of the meeting the three subcommittees of TC77 presented reports on their meetings held earlier.  (See my report on the Plenary Meeting of SC77B.)

The last few agenda items were a general presentation on ACEC, coordination with CISPR, and liaisons with other TCs and SCs.  The need for specific liaisons will be evaluated and possibly dropped.

The next General Meeting of TC 77 and its SCs will probably occur in the fall of 2017.  The date and place is yet to be determined.
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
