The TAG’s process of developing U.S. positions shall provide an opportunity for fair and equitable participation without dominance by any single interest.  A balance of interests among voting members of the U.S. TAG shall be sought.  The TAG Administrator in consultation with the TAG Chair, will review membership applications and make recommendations accordingly.   A reasonable limit on the size of the TAG may be established.
Annual TAG Membership Dues

ANSI, as the TAG administrator, intends to institute a TAG membership fee that will recover the costs of administering the program that supports the U.S. TAG to ISO/TC 229.  The fee will be as reasonable as possible and will not create undue financial barriers to participation.
