Terms of Reference

· Support the implementation of Goal 10 of the current United States Standards Strategy to “Establish standards education as a high priority within the United States private, public and academic sectors.”
· Develop programs and tactics that raise awareness of the importance of standards and conformity assessment among university faculty in engineering/technology, business, public policy and law schools. 

· Develop actions to support university faculty outreach that will promote the integration of standards and conformity assessment in the curricula in order to educate the next generation of business leaders on the strategic impact of standards and conformity assessment.
· Encourage development of university-based standards education and research programs where appropriate.  
· Provide strategic direction to significantly enhance standards education and outreach for all stakeholders. 
· Facilitate and enhance the creation of a communications network for standardization education programs among all interested parties in the private, public and academic sectors. Utilize Internet technology to the fullest extent possible to facilitate the development of e-learning and standardization education programs. 
Examples of Activities of the Committee on Education 
· Provide strategic direction for public and on-site education and training programs and presentations at member events. 

· Develop strategies for improving the general understanding of the standards process, benefits and safeguards.

· Develop strategies for the promotion of ANSI and the importance of standards to university faculty and students.

· Identify opportunities and author education-based articles for various publications (e.g., ISO Journal).  

· Identify opportunities and make presentations at relevant education/higher education events and activities.

· Identify and partner with standards developing and other relevant organizations in university outreach initiatives and programs.  

· Provide expertise for e-learning programs. 
· Identify appropriate funding mechanism, e.g., government grant, foundation, etc., necessary to support education initiatives.

· Develop materials, course or textbook that university faculty can easily integrate into courses.  

· Identify target audiences and learning objectives for educational outreach
· Develop faculty outreach component on standards and conformity research and education for World Standards Week and/or other ANSI activities.
· Study the feasibility of developing a national database of standardization case histories to be jointly managed by the American National Standards Institute and the U.S. Department of Commerce taking into account the ongoing work of the Standards Engineering Society and the U.S. Department of Defense.

Committee on Education Membership 

Members of the Committee on Education have strong personal knowledge or strong interest/participation in education for practitioners, students and university faculty.  Education Committee members, with support from others in their organizations as necessary,  have the appropriate knowledge and experience to participate in collaboration on a broad range of education issues, including but not limited to:
· Strategic planning, promotion and business development.

· Outreach, support and education for the national and international public, standards and conformity assessment professionals, students, faculty, and developing countries.
