The ANSI-HSSP, in collaboration with the Working Group on Private Sector Preparedness (PSP-WG) and the

U.S. Chip Manufacturers Say They Won’t Meet June Deadline on Chinese Wireless Standard  (March 12, 2004)

Chinese officials told foreign makers of computers and microprocessors that the Chinese Wireless LAN Authentication and Privacy Infrastructure (WAPI) encryption scheme must be incorporated into every WLAN device used within China's borders by June 1, 2004. American technology companies and foreign industry have expressed concern since the announcement came from Beijing last year.
