The workshop, "Incorporating Standards into Capstone Design Courses," will be held at the Catholic University of America in Washington, DC, on October 22, 2004.

Blackout Report Cites Failure to Follow Established Rules (April 6, 2004)

In a report issued to the President of the United States and the Prime Minister of Canada, the U.S.-Canada Power System Outage Task Force blamed a failure to follow established industry rules and standards as the root cause of the August 14, 2003, blackout that plunged much of the northeastern U.S. and parts of Canada into darkness.

Senate Passes Standards Developing Organizations Advancement Act  (April 9, 2004)
The Standards Developing Organizations Advancement Act of 2003 (H.R. 1086) passed in the Senate and will return to the House for approval of one amendment before heading to the Oval Office for the president's signature. The bill will provide a new degree of limited relief to standards development organizations under existing antitrust laws.

ANSI has launched the ANSI Patent Database, a new resource located in the online Public Document Library. The database contains patent holder statements that have been provided to the Institute and claim patent rights as being essential, or potentially essential, to the implementation of an American National Standard.
