UPC Turns 30, Goes Global (July 12, 2004)
The Universal Product Code, that ubiquitous rectangle of numbers and stripes, marked its 30th year in June. The UPC, approved as an American National Standard in 1995, was originally created to help grocery stores speed up the checkout process and keep better track of inventory, and has since changed the course of supply-chain management forever.

ISO To Develop Guidelines for Social Responsibility (July 13, 2004)
The International Organization for Standardization (ISO) has solidified plans to develop an International Standard for social responsibility. The objective is to produce "a guidance document, written in plain language which is understandable and usable by non-specialists" and not intended for use in certification.

For the 11th time, IFAN, the International Federation of Standards Users, organizes its international conference on standardization and related trade issues. The central themes of this year’s event are awareness and compliance.

House Passes Legislation Requiring Food Manufacturers to List Common Food Allergens (July 20, 2004)

A bill passed by the U.S. House of Representatives yesterday will mandate changes to labeling of food allergens, many of which can cause deadly reactions. The Food Allergen Labeling and Consumer Protection Act (FALCPA), has already been passed in the Senate and is expected to be signed into law by President Bush soon.
