The guidelines were developed to modernize the administration of federal elections and address increasingly complex voting system technology.

NIST has released thirty recommendations resulting from the agency’s investigation of the fires and collapses of New York City’s World Trade Center towers following the terrorist attacks of Sept. 11, 2001. The agency called on the organizations that develop building and fire safety codes, standards and practices to make specific changes to improve the safety of tall buildings, their occupants and first responders.
