USNC/IEC Announces Appointment of 2006 Officers (January 12, 2006)

The United States National Committee of the International Electrotechnical Commission (USNC/IEC) recently announced the appointment of the USNC/IEC officers for 2006. In their respective roles, the USNC/IEC officers will lead the committee in its mission to advocate U.S. interests in international and regional electrotechnical standards and conformity assessment forums.

Addition of the new collection of Chinese GB (Guojia Biaozhun, Chinese for national standard) will facilitate access to the procedures, guidelines and requirements necessary for companies who intend to do business in the People’s Republic of China.

United States Adopts International Standard to Validate Personnel Certification Programs (January 12, 2006)
ANSI and ASTM International have announced the adoption of ISO/IEC 17024, General Requirements for Bodies Operating Certification Systems of Persons, as an American National Standard (ANS). With the expanding globalization of the workforce, ANSI/ISO/IEC 17024 addresses the pressing need for standardization within the service sector.

Testing of Electronic Passports Begins in Support of Homeland Security Measures (January 17, 2006)
As part of the Department of Homeland Security’s US-VISIT program, the U.S., Australia, New Zealand, and Singapore have initiated a live test of electronic passports at San Francisco International Airport, Changi Airport in Singapore, and Sydney Airport in Australia. The test aims to assess the operational impact of the equipment used to verify biometric information embedded in the e-passports.

INCITS Releases Multi-part Biometrics Standard (January 9, 2006)
The InterNational Committee for Information Technology Standards (INCITS) recently released a three-part standard that addresses the performance testing of identification and verification devices, algorithms, and systems. The increased demand for biometric applications in response to security concerns such as identity theft and terrorism has underscored the need for standards that cover the testing and evaluation of biometric devices.
