President Bush Signs Landmark Consumer Product Safety Bill (August 18, 2008)
HR 4040, the Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act of 2008, was signed into law by President George W. Bush late last week. Among many initiatives to bolster consumer product safety, the Act establishes required safety standards for toys and all-terrain vehicles, and enforces the mandatory testing and certification of children’s products by accredited third-party conformity assessment bodies.
