Michelle Deane agreed to set up a listserv for the committee and announce it to everyone on the current list.  Brad Lund wanted to be added to the list brad.lund@intel.com.

Michelle also agreed to set up a web page where documents of interest to the committee could be posted.

The committee agreed to approach the gathering of useful information to meet our charge by presenting a summary of the detailed level of use cases being considered by the AHIC and asking a set of questions about the selection and implementation of standards for similar projects in other countries.  The questions would include: What worked?  What didn’t work?  What process was successful in getting to something that worked?

Glenn Marshall has agreed to create a ‘strawperson’ template for how we might structure the answers to such questions for reporting to the HITSP.

The committee agreed that we should have representatives from different country efforts speak to us about these questions.  Jill Kaufman agreed to accept nominations from each member of the committee as to whom we should contact to speak and she will create a master list of candidates from which we can choose to hear.  We can also use the list to coordinate individual committee members who attend meetings overseas to have face-to-face discussions of our questions.

Marjorie Greenberg agreed to contact Dan Friedman and the NCVHS to get us a copy of their extensive review of other countries’ efforts to implement interoperable HIE with public health.

Brad Lund agreed to locate and describe the 3 areas of the EU action plan and map how those areas relate to our use cases.

Bill will arrange to post the CEN papers about the EU ehealth landscape and the Canadian paper from Canada Infoway.

Committee members noted that we may have to alternate times for our conference calls to accommodate our speakers and participants from other countries.  11 AM, 12 Noon, and 6 PM ET were mentioned as good times to tie US participants into Europe (late AM ET) and Asia/Australia (late afternoon ET).

The committee agreed to conduct teleconference calls on a monthly basis (with perhaps more frequent calls as necessary) and to meet face-to-face as necessary quarterly in conjunction with HITSP meetings.  We would work toward a draft by late summer and to finishing our charge by the end of the calendar year.

Reports from members that attend international meetings were welcomed.  It was noted that the E-HEALTH 2006 HIGH LEVEL CONFERENCE scheduled in Malaga, Spain, 10-12 May 2006 is in direct conflict with the HL7 Working Group meeting in San Antonio, TX and that few members were likely to be able to attend.

The committee agreed to meet again in about a month, so March 21st is selected as the date for the next meeting at 12 Noon ET.  Times for some of our future meetings may be late afternoon.

Members were encouraged to submit nominations and self-nominations for chair and vice chair to Michelle by Sunday, 2/26/06, including a bio (not a resume as indicated in the draft agenda) and any supporting notes.  Michelle will collate the materials and send them out to our listserv for voting purposes, following the ANSI rules for such elections.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:50.
