John G. Abbott, Ph.D. is Director, Standards Communication for Philips Medical Systems -  responsible for managing the activities of and providing support for 70+ Philips worldwide experts involved in national and international standards activities covering medical devices including MR, CT, Nuclear Medicine, Ultrasound, Cardiac Monitoring, Medical IT, PET, X-ray, and Cardiac Resuscitation.

In the early 1990’s he was appointed as a US expert to IEC TC87 and IEC SC62B and now serves as Chairman of IEC TC87: Ultrasonics and Convener of IEC SC62B/MT34.  MT34 is the maintenance team responsible for updating IEC 60601-2-37: Particular requirements for the basic safety and essential performance of ultrasonic medical diagnostic and monitoring equipment.  He is Chairman of the US Mirror Committee for TC87, has served as the US Head-of-Delegation for IEC SC62B, and is a member of the USNC committee that advises the US SMB representative.  He is a member of the US IEC TC1 mirror committee, a member of the US ISO TC210 mirror committee, and a US alternate to the ISO Special Task Force on 2nd Hand Goods.
