Session B
Conformity Assessment: Discussions of various routes of conformity assessment including the use of accredited laboratories, third party certification and supplier’s declaration of conformity. Would include both discussions at a general level, and some sector specific examples/issues

Session C

Information and Communication Technologies (ICT): Sector specific dialog on global ICT standards development and effective conformance process. Work towards key process reforms (e.g., participation in global ICT SDOs, use of international standards) as well as progress on specific technical issues (e.g., WAPI, ROHS, etc.)

Session D

Electrical Equipment: Encourage Chinese adoption of the US Electrical Code and promote cooperation in fields such as anti-counterfeiting, energy efficiency and environmental issues such as ROHS.

Proposed Half-Day Breakout Sessions

Session E

Air Conditioning and Refrigeration: For this sector, standards harmonization and level playing field in certification. Discussion of certification program to test and rate units and explore mutual arrangements.

Session F

Oil and Natural Gas: Sector specific industry standards, training and conformity assessment programs, including individual certification programs.

Session G

Safety Equipment: Discussion on standards for Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) and explaining how PPE that meets performance standards helps to save lives, money and prevent delays in construction and other work projects.

Session H

Nuclear Power Generation and Process Industries: Risk technology in decision making  - Familiarize key industry and regulatory officials in China with how US standards and regulator systems in this sector are applying the latest developments in the use of risk technology in decision making. This will enable government regulators to work closely with standards developers to incorporate risk informed decision making to meets the needs of the regulatory authority while enabling industry development
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
