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	Resolution 3 – PASC/COPOLCO Interaction

PASC XXVII thanks Supachai Tepatanapong (TISI) and recognizes the importance of PASC member participation in COPOLCO activities and of the importance of the relationships between consumers and standards bodies.  PASC XXVII recommends PASC members share knowledge and experiences on key issues in COPOLCO, through regular status reports and through consultation.

In addition, the SCC noted the use of a list-serve to inform consumer interests in the Americas of COPOLCO activities.  SCC also volunteered to host a PASC member meeting the day before the next COPOLCO meeting in Toronto.

PASC XXVII recommends that PASC Observer members in COPOLCO upgrade their status to Participating members.

PASC XXVII also recommends a small group be formed to lead future PASC activities in this area, led by TISI and comprised of SAI, SCC, ICONTEC, JISC, KATS, SABS and ANSI.  The members will notify the PASC Secretary of their representative.  If necessary, PASC SC may provide assistance to the group.     

Action: 

1. SCC to host a PASC member day on the day preceding the next COPOLCO meeting;

2. A small group, led by TISI with possible assistance from the PASC SC, to determine next steps in this area and to report back at PASC XXVIII; 

3. Members of the small group to notify the PASC Secretary of their representative by a date to be determined by the PASC SC; and,

4. All PASC Observer members in COPOLCO to consider upgrading their status to Participating members.
