Steven Bipes of ANSI opened the meeting and read the roll call to confirm all participants (the meeting attendance list is included at the end of the report).

	2008 Pacific Area Standards Congress (PASC) De-briefing
PASC 31 was held April 21-25, 2008 in Shanghai, China.  Steven Bipes outlined the documents and information previously sent to the RSC-AP regarding PASC 31, including the PASC 31 Summary Report, sent to the RSC-AP on April 30.  Mr. Bipes then provided the following highlights from the 2008 PASC Meeting Report:
· PASC welcomed observing delegations from North Korea and India, and invitations to join PASC were extended to each country. 
· Presentations on the continuing interaction between PASC and the APEC Business Advisory Council (ABAC) included those by Colin Blair of Standards Australia and Steven Bipes and Gary Kushnier on behalf of STAMEQ (Vietnam).  PASC reinforced its support of the cooperative activities of the APEC Sub-Committee on Standards and Conformance (SCSC) and the Specialist Regional Bodies (SRBs).  PASC also promoted participation in the several events taking place in conjunction with SCSC II related meetings in August 2008, Cusco, Peru.
· Other notable presentations included those by ANSI, UNIDO, and KATS on the development of an ISO Energy Management System standard, ASTM International’s presentation on chemical standards and information sharing, and Doug Durant of John Deere’s presentation on “Organization Cooperation for Effective International Standards Development; ISO-OECD”, which was approved by PASC 31.
Steven Bipes next invited questions or comments from the Committee.  The excellent work of PASC host, the Standardization Administration of the People’s Republic of China (SAC), was noted by several Committee members and PASC delegates.  All of the comments were positive, with several ANSI delegates describing a productive and pleasant week and expressing gratitude towards the Chinese hosts.
Gary Kushnier of ANSI reported briefly on the outcomes of the PASC Executive Committee meeting held on Friday, April 25, 2008.  The resolutions of the EC meeting will be distributed shortly, but key action items included sending speakers to the APEC SCSC II meetings in Cusco, Peru in August 2008.  Mr. Kushnier also commented on the likelihood of next year’s PASC 32 meetings in Tasmania, New Zealand focusing more on the energy management system standard and the work of UNIDO in cooperation with PASC.

Finally, Steven Bipes thanked the Committee for their comments, and reinforced the positive opinion on PASC 31, noting particularly the balance of interests in the ANSI delegation.
