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VSTP Measures of Success

The proposed indicators are:

1. Provide 2008 examples of STAMEQ/GVN implementing a Conformity Assessment regime that effectively meets its legitimate objectives without unnecessarily impacting trade; e.g., such as

· Allowing competition among foreign qualified bodies

· Designating for foreign qualified bodies for testing against accepted criteria

· accepting test results from qualified private sector bodies (e.g. UL, Intertek, etc.) so retesting is not necessary

2. Demonstrate process producing an outcome, not just regulations on paper, e.g.,

· Demonstrate open and transparent procedures are in effect by evidencing stake holder involvement, including evidence of stakeholders being made aware of proposed standards/conformity assessment actions, stakeholders’ participation in meeting and written dialogue, and that stakeholders’ comments are answered in writing.

· Demonstrate that whenever a conformity assessment requirement is proposed, that it is openly and equally promulgated to all potential stakeholders, including other government ministries, the Vietnamese private sector and the WTO Inquiry Point, via a standard distribution list.

· Demonstrate that, prior to attempting implementing a conformity assessment requirement, the practical aspects of implementation and the potential impact of that plan on trade and on the stated objective, and potentially on corruption were considered.

· Demonstrate that conformity assessment procedures produced a useful and tangible outcome that is in alignment with the basic standards and conformity assessment principles.

· Demonstrate that Vietnam regularly attends WTO and other standards setting venues, and that its delegates participate actively by offering relevant input to the proceedings.

· Beginning with the June 2008 TBT Committee meeting, demonstrate that Vietnam actively and increasingly comments on standards and conformity assessment actions that are proposed by other nations, as well as TBT proposals and WTO regulations.

· Demonstrate that Vietnam submits relevant comments on proposed WTO notifications of proposed rule-making by others, especially the US, EU, China.
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
