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REACHLINK SA TERMS & CONDITIONS APPLICABLE

TO PRE-PAYMENT OF SIEF-IT (SIEFreach) TICKETS 
AND TO PAYMENT AT A LATER STAGE

28 May 2008
1.INTRODUCTION

The obligation in the REACH Regulation (hereinafter REACH) to share data and submit jointly certain parts of the registration dossier creates the need for an IT system that facilitates communication between Legal Entities and provides a structured framework for the necessary work. 
Without an industry wide system there is a high risk to have a difficult situation for the Legal Entities adding both extra administration and costs. Cefic together with national federations decided to create an IT system to help Legal Entities (within the meaning of REACH) involved in SIEFs.
The European Chemicals Agency (ECHA) has clearly communicated that they have no legal responsibility for this service. This IT system (hereinafter SIEFreach) is owned and managed by ReachLink SA.
2.GENERAL PRINCIPLE:
Access to the SIEF IT system ‘SIEFreach’ is open to all Legal Entities which are listed as a Pre-SIEF
 participant in ECHA’s REACH-IT system, on a non discriminatory basis. In addition, external parties can be invited by SIEF participants to participate in a SIEF with limited access.
Access to a particular SIEF in SIEFreach will only be given after effective payment to ReachLink by a Legal Entity willing to use the SIEFreach and being entitled to do so. Access will be maintained provided the said Legal Entity abide to the general conditions of use of SIEFreach 
Since the SIEFreach information will include at first the information “imported from ECHA IT”, access will only be given once such information will be passed on by ECHA according to its own Terms and Conditions clauses in conformity with Finnish and European law on data privacy.

3. FEES FOR SIEF IT – PER LEGAL ENTITY:

Each Legal Entity has to pay to participate in SIEFreach.

A fee will be paid for each Legal Entity access in SIEFreach, for each given SIEF. The fee is based on a one-time payment to participate in a given SIEF until 2018.
Splitting and merging SIEFs will be free of charge in case a Legal Entity would remain in one single SIEF; however, additional fee(s) will be requested if the said Legal Entity will participate in more than one SIEF.
For administrative reason and in order to provide flexibility in management of SIEFs and user participation across Legal Entities of a same company or group of companies, the concept of Legal Entity Group and Legal Entity Group Administrator has been implemented in SIEFreach. 
A Legal Entity Group is a unique “entry point” for ReachLink regrouping all Legal Entities which belong to the same company or group of companies, having a unique “User Account”, and the Legal Entity Group Administrator is the person to be contacted for a given Legal Entity Group. 
Before any Legal Entity  can be granted access to one or more SIEFs, a Legal Entity Group and related User Account will be created in SIEFreach. A Legal Entity Group will always be created on top of one or more Legal Entities belonging to the same company or group of companies. 

Although payment is required for each Legal Entity, the administration of payments will be taken care of at Legal Entity Group level (the invoice(s) will be sent to the address and the VAT number that are linked to the Legal Entity Group) for which a Legal Entity Group Administrator will de designated..
The administration of the payments will be  done at Legal Entity Group level,. 
4. LEVEL OF FEE TO BE PAID /PER LEGAL ENTITY -- / PER USER ROLE:
The table below shows the differentiation of fees for the different User Roles, depending on their degree of participation and/or access rights in a given SIEF:

5. PRE-FINANCE OPTION / “EARLY BIRD DISCOUNT”:
Each Legal Entity may buy pre-pay “tickets”. Pre-Finance is offered until 31 July 2008. 
Legal Entities will be offered to contribute to the operation of the ReachLink by paying fees in advance for a chosen number of SIEFs , a so called ‘pre-financing amount’. Each Legal Entity can evaluate the number of SIEF participations (tickets) they would like to pre-finance. One ticket corresponds to one access as defined here above. 
Administration of Pre-finance amounts will take place at Legal Entity Group level and will be coordinated by the Legal Entity Group Administrator.
Once a Legal Entity  would have decided to opt for this system it will sent a request indicating the number of tickets it would like to pre-finance, and the amount they would chose to pre-finance. 
The minimum amount to participate to pre-financing is fixed at 3000€ (without VAT).
ReachLink will subsequently send an invoice corresponding to the amount to the designated  Legal Entity Group address.  

Once the invoice will be paid by the Legal Entity Group on ReachLink bank account, a pre-financing ’credit amount’ will be constituted for each Legal Entity Group having pre-paid. 
Payment for actual SIEF access will be made by subtracting the corresponding fee(s) amount per access, including the applicable discount from the outstanding credit amount.
Invoicing for pre-finance will exclusively be paid by bank account (as detailed here under) and by 31 August 2008 at the latest. 

Corresponding access to SIEF(s) will be open after the invoice is paid for its entire amount.
The following discount will be applicable to pre-financing :

Should a credit remain on the account of a given Legal Entity Group  at the end of the SIEF period 2018, ReachLink will pay back this amount to the said Legal Entity Group.
6. IF LEGAL ENTITIES DO NOT CHOOSE PRE-FINANCING OR DO NOT RESPECT THE ABOVE MENTIONED CONDITIONS AT POINT 4 THE FOLLOWING PRINCIPLES  WILL APPLY :
5.1 No access will be given prior to payment of the fees.
5.2 Discounts as mentioned for pre-payment are not available.
5.3 Fees may be paid either by bank account or credit card (Visa – Eurocard / MasterCard only).
7. MEANS OF PAYMENT AND CONDITIONS:
Payment may be made either by bank account or credit card. For pre-paid tickets payments will only be accepted by bank account.

All costs related to the payment are to be paid by the Company.
The invoice expressed in Euro will be mailed by ReachLink to the Legal Entity Group’s  Invoice-to address meeting its demand for having access and corresponding to the said demand once fulfilling the conditions of access as laid down above. The Legal Entity Group will pay ReachLink on the above mentioned bank account within thirty (30) calendar days of receipt by the company of the invoice. Payment will be made in Euro.
PAYMENT BY CREDIT CARD: 
Legal Entity may decide to pay with credit card, via the “credit card module included in SIEFreach. Payment is only possible by using Eurocard/MasterCard or Visa. The credit card payment will be done by the Legal Entity Group Administrator.
If so, an invoice may be requested by a Legal Entity, which will be sent electronically in Pdf format, unless country’s legal rules require a paper invoice) [conditions to be further detailed in view of the conditions imposed by the Service Providers regarding this form of payment].
8. NO RETURN FOR PAID FEES:
Fee that has been either deducted from a Legal Entity Group’s credit amount or paid, will not be re-credited to a Legal Entity or Legal Entity Group deciding to withdraw their participation from a particular SIEF or  from the SIEFreach itself.

9. MISCELLANEOUS:
9.1 Applicable law: The relationship between ReachLink and Legal Entity/Legal Entity Group  will be exclusively governed and construed in accordance with the laws of Belgium without giving effect to any principles of conflicts of law.

9.2 Courts applicable: The Courts of Brussels (in French language) shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any controversy that may arise hereunder. ReachLink shall nevertheless have the right to bring the Legal Entity/Legal Entity Group before a court of the jurisdiction of its registered office. 

9.3 Force Majeure: ReachLink will not be liable for any default or delay in the performance of its obligations, to the extent that such default or delay is caused, directly or indirectly, by an event beyond the reasonable control of ReachLink such as, but not limited to :fire, flood, earthquake, elements of nature, acts or regulations of government bodies, court orders, acts of war, terrorism, riots, civil disorders, rebellions or revolutions, strikes, lockouts or labour difficulties. Such event or circumstance giving rise to the default or delay is a Force Majeure Event.
9.4 Revision of fees: The fees will be revised annually to reflect the yearly inflation adaptation as applied by the Service Provider (IBM). Such revision will neither apply to pre-paid tickets, nor to already access already paid, but, to the new access to be open after such adaptation. 
9.5 Modification of these Terms and Conditions: ReachLink SA may modify the present Terms and Conditions at all time.
� Pre-SIEF contains following types of participants: 1) Pre-Registrants, 2) Early Registrants, 3) Registrants (for Substances declared ‘registered’, e.g. Biocides) and 4) Data Holders.
